I hope you will be happy with the enclosed information. It is the result of three
days' work and thirteen books in the Annals of the church! I've done library and re-
search work in my teaching years and I do find it all fascinating -- but very time-

consyming.

What I have sent herewith is the sum total of our amnals. But we do have a very
fine historian in our Village, Mr. Fred Gifford. I just phoned him and he will try the
Canandaigua Court House records. Because of his work and his reputation, he will easily
receive access to their annals, Perhaps if you could send me some of the information you
already possess about your ancestors, with Fred's help, we may be able to piece together
a more complete picture. It's worth a try, don't you agree?

I haven't had time to check the cemetery plots to discover where the Hawkins
folks are buried. Our annals have three of them listed. Perhaps if I can locate the
plot, a headstone may give other names, too. It's a mystery what happened to all those
Hawkins men: Hugh, Thomas, Tim, Michael and Lawrence. None of them are listed as buried
here. And the girls: whom did they marry? and when? and where? all very interesting.
I wish you continued good fortune in your search.

You had a few questions: the first church in Clifton Springs for Catholics was
named St. Agnes, and it was located on Stephens (Stevens) Street. When it burned, the
next location is Hibbard Avenue, corner Spring Street, and it was named after its first
pastor, who built it, St. Fedlix for Rev. Felix J. O'Hanlon. The early church was ALL
Irish, including their pastors. In the books, it lists their homeland, "Ireland", but
no specific County or city. Our first records are 1856. St. Felix was built in 1895.
If there were records of baptisms, merriages, deaths before 1856, they may have been
burned in the fire...a sad thought, but let us try the Canandaigua Court House records
to see; perhaps there were duplicatesl!

I will beleaving St. Felix in June of this year. You are fortunate to have begun
your quest here when you did, because this church and three others in the area may well
be "clustered," with one priest for all of them, and who knows what kind of staff will
be available at each church? God bless you now. Father Roach and I ask your prayers
for us and for the people of this parish: wonderful people with a wonderful history and
walting for us in our Grand Reunion in Heaven!
